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Section 1. The Chair will appoint at least two MEMBERS of the Section to the

Membership Committee by the first meeting of the Section each year. The Chair will also
appoint one of the members of the Membership Committee to act as the Chair for the

Committee,.

Section la. The Membership Committee will strive to increase the membership of the
Section. The Secretary of the Section will provide the Membership Committee with the
names and contact information of all new members, all transfers into the Section, and all
of the people who have cancelled their membership. The Membership Committee will

then contact each new member or transfer member and assign a mentor for a period of one
year. The mentor will serve to encourage participation in the functions of the Section.

Section 2. The Chair will appoint three MEMBERS of the Section to the Nominating

Committee as described in VI.4. The responsibilities of the Nominating Committee are
described in V1.4.

Section 3. The Chair will reserve the right to form additional Committees as needed.

BYLAWIX
Meetings

Section 1. The Section shall hold not less than four (4) [seven (7)] regular meetings each
year, preferably monthly.

Section 2. The Section may hold special meetings at the call of the Chair or the Executive
Committee or at the request of a majority of the members of the Section. The notices of
special meetings shall state the exact nature of the business to be transacted and no other
business shall transpire at such meetings.

Section 3. Due notice of all meetings shall be sent to each member of the Section. A
quorum for all business meetings of the Section shall consist of seven (7) [fifteen (15)]p
members of the Section.

Section 4. The Executive Committee shall meet upon due notice to its members at the call
of the Chair or at the request of a majority of the members of the Committee. In the
absence of a quorum, which shall be a majority of the members of the Executive
Committee, called meetings of the Executive Committee shall adjourn to a date.

BYLAW X
Dues



Section 1. All National Affiliates and members of the Section, except MEMBER in
emeritus status of the SOCIETY, may be assessed such annual local dues as may be set
by the Executive Committee.

Section 2. The annual dues of local section affiliates shall be set by the Executive
Committee in accordance with the Constitution and Bylaws of the SOCIETY. Failure to
pay such dues in advance shall automatically terminate the affiliation.

BYLAWXI
Amendments

Section 1. A proposed amendment to these bylaws must first be submitted in writing to
the Executive Committee. If it is approved by a majority of the Executive Committee, the
Secretary shall furnish all members of the Section with copies of the proposed
amendment at the time when notice of the next meeting of the Section is given.

Section 2. At the first meeting of the Section after notice of the proposed amendment is
given, the amendment may be adopted by two-thirds of the votes of the members present
{see definition of quorum, under Meetings, these bylaws). The amendment shall become
effective upon approval by the Council unless a later dates is specified.

BYLAW X1
Dissolution of Section

Upon the dissolution of the Section and the discharge of its debts and the settlement of its
affairs. any funds and property of the Section remaining thereafter shall be used for the
advancement of chemistry in the area covered by the Section. In the event this procedure
1s not practical, or there still remain unexpended funds, such funds shall be conveyed the
SOCIETY for the general purposes of the SOCIETY.

BYLAW XIII

These bylaws supersede any previously existing Constitution and Bylaws of the
Nebraska Section of the American Chemical Society.
